The emphasis is on quick and easy in these projects, designed to cater for
quilters at all skill levels. The finished projects are ideal for home decora-
tion, for personal gifts to friends and family, or for fundraising events.
Choose from useful items such as a pencil case, needlecase, tablemats, a
novelty chicken doorstop, shopping and laundry bags, cushions, a mini
wallhanging, and sofa throw. Many can be made with scraps of fabric left
over from previous projects so they represent only a small investment in
both expenditure and time.

Template-free quick piecing methods will speed up production in many
of the projects, and where templates are required, these can be printed
straight from your PC. Several techniques are introduced to expand a
beginner’s skills, or broaden the expertise of those with more experi-
ence.

These tablemats each have decorative inserts of strip piecing in bright
colours and a variety of compositions. Once the strip sets are constructed the
tablemats are quick to make. Vary the designs as I have done to make a set of

six tablemats, or select your favourite and repeat it.




Techniques

With rotary cutting and quick piecing techniques, we can construct
quickly and easily many of the traditional pieced units in patchwork,
without the need for templates, as shown in the following pages.

HALF SQUARE TRIANGLES
This technique divides a square into two right-angled triangles.
1. Cut squares in contrasting fabric %in larger than the desired

finished size of the unit. For example: for a 3in finished unit, cut squares
37%in.

2. Place squares right sides together and draw one central diagonal .
. 11 . - A Half square triangles

line, corner to corner. Stitch %in from both sides of the centre line.

3. Cutacross the centre along the diagonal line, and press the resulting

units. Trim. This will make two half square triangle units. v Construction of half square triangles
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
